In a key note address, Tawfik  Kawar, RI representative, described local and international humanitarian initiatives that are successful because of the collaboration of UN and Rotary, including HIV/AIDS awareness and prevention, food production, maternal education and child spacing, business internships and ongoing efforts to eradicate polio. Remember we have not finished with Polio; we need to keep working until the world is certified polio free.
